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Why Do Reports Print with the Same Dodge Report Number?

In Dodge Market Leader versions prior to 3.6, the Full Report header kept the same Dodge Report # as the first report, for each report thereafter.  This was corrected in version 3.6.  However, if Market Leader was upgraded or "installed over" a previous version, this report template may not have upgraded properly.

 There are two options to fix this problem:

1. Delete the report templates

1.1. Go to \Dml95NT\Dmlrpts folder and delete the files with .rpt extensions

1.2. Reinstall Market Leader from the latest CD version (must be 3.6 or later)

           NOTE:  Database and Autosearches should not be effected by this reinstallation, but

           practice safe computing and backup your *.mdb and *.qdf files to a temporary directory

           prior to performing the reinstall

2. On the Market Leader CD is a folder, \Extras\UserReports

2.1. Copy the Wordful.rpt from the CD to the \Dml95NT\Usrrpts folder on your PC

2.2. Use this report in place of the Full Report in the Print option in Report Manager

Either of these solutions should give the correct DR# for each report.  Once the correct template is selected, they can also export to a text file and the report numbers should be correct.

We highly recommend you review all the reports in the \Extras folder.  These are customized report forms requested by many of our customers. There is a UserReports.pdf file defining each of these reports.  Often, our customers will find one or more of the "Extras" templates will better fit their needs.
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
